Memorial Service For Pioneer Missionary, Ike Foster, July 9 

went to be with the Lord in Au-

gust of 2006.  He was still faith-

fully ministering to the Korean 

people right up until the time of 

his homegoing.   

The Fosters went to Japan as 

missionaries in 1948 and when 

the Baptist Bible Fellowship was 

formed, they became one of the 

fledgling fellowship's first mis-

sionary couples, pioneering the 

BBFI’s work in Japan..  In 1954, 

they changed fields and went to 

Korea, where they served as 

Chaplain to the American mili-

tary presence during the Korean 

War.  Over the next 56 years, 

they gave themselves fully in the 

name of Christ to minister to the 

needs of the Korean people.  

When the Foster’s went to Ko-

rea, their name could not be 

translated into Korean and even 

the letter F was not in the lan-

guage, so the Korean people 

gave him a Korean name.  Upon 

his death, the Cho Sun Daily 

News, Korea’s equivalent to the 

USA Today, said, “The late Fos-

ter devoted himself to helping 

the poor for 56 years.  We gave 

him his name, and he gave us his 

life.” 

The memorial service will be 

held at 2:00 PM, Friday, July 9th, 

in the Boonstra Chapel at the 

BBFI Missions Office in Spring-

field, MO.  The national pastor 

of the first church that the Fos-

ter’s planted in Korea, Lee Jung-

bum, will be the main speaker. A 

DVD that was put together by 

the Korean National Pastors to 

show their appreciation to the 

Fosters will also be shown. 

In lieu of flowers, the family 

has asked that donations be 

sent to Baptist Bible College 

for the Ike and Jane Foster 

Missions Scholarship that has 

been established to help Mis-

sion’s students.   

Foster’s son, Paul, pastors 

Riverwest Baptist Church in 

Jenks and serves as the BBFI 

National Director from Okla-

homa.  It would be great if 

there was a strong contingent 

of Oklahoma Pastors present 

for this service honoring the 

life and ministry of a man 

greatly used of God to open 

the door to missions on two 

foreign fields, and to support 

our good friend, Paul.
